In that year, 280
people died in a village near the Ebola River from which the virus got its name. The Ebola virus
is one of the most mysterious and deadliest killers. It kills 90 per cent of the victims who are
infected. It is spread through direct contact with infected blood and other body fluids. Symptoms
of the disease are fever, headache, violent diarrheas, vomiting and weakness. Death finally occurs

in the second week when blood pours out from the eyes, ears and nose.

There is still no vaccine for the virus but the symptoms can be kept under control. People
can avoid catching the disease by not travelling to areas where the virus is found. Health care
workers can prevent infection by wearing masks, gloves, and goggles whenever they come into
contact with people who may have Ebola. The government in Zaire put spot checks and road
blocks to stop the spread of the virus. Air and sea ports around the world like the US, Thailand,
Turkey, Taiwan, Egypt, United Arab Emirates and Yemen have also taken steps to reduce the
spread of the Ebola virus. The bodies of people who have died of Ebola are still contagious.
Specially organized and trained teams should bury the remains, using appropriate safety
equipment. People who suspect that they have been exposed to Ebola virus are likely to seek
immediate medical attention and should be taken care of immediately if they develop any

symptoms in order to prevent any further spread of the disease.

Fortunately, the Ebola virus is now stable with no new cases reported. According to the
